Taking my gig, I entered the Pass yesterday 
afternoon, coruiri.ned my suspicions, and drew then, fire 
upon my boat. The Rover w ing to run out 
that night. I boarded her, t her out with 
me, having Qne man sliglltly w n the affmr. 

"I send the Rover to ::Q'ew Orleans for adjudication.
