MYSELF

The next morning I cancelled
appointments 80 I could
watch the show.

I also was gent a
recent newsletter from the
local group. Everything
sounded exactly as I hoped
and I knew I wanted to Jjoin.

My history as a TV was like

others. ) | had the
curiosgity that never went
away’, and ) | tried self

cures. During all my years
as a TV 1 never told anyone
my secret. I never was seen

by anyone dressed and ) |
never had a friend to talk
with about being TV. I
thought that 1 was the only
TV who liked being male,

being married and having an
otherwize normal life. When
I read the letters from the
TRI - ESS members, I knew I
wanted to jJoiny but...I was
still afraid.

I was afraid of meeting new
people. I was afraid of

being seen in public or semi

public dressed as a female.

I wase afraid I1°’d look
stupid. I wasg afraid of
group pPressure. I was

afraid of others finding cout
my csecret. I was afraid I°d
get stage fright and back
out. In general, I was
afraid of the unknown.

But what were my
alternatives? If I didn’t
generate up the courage to
go to the meeting, what
would I have to look forward
toy, alone?

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So, I decided to go the the
1t meeting 1n September.

The night before ' I prepared
my clothees and ztuff as best
I could. I had directions
from my GAL, and her regrets
that zhe wouldn’t bé at the
first meeting. i | went to
sleep that night with
anticipation.

The morning of the meeting 1
was looking for an excuysze
not to go. 1 drove to the
meeting place and drove past
three times. I really had
the urge to forget about i1t
and drive home. But it came
down to comparing what I had
to gain (friende,

understanding, anyd zelf
confidence), with what I had
to looze if I didn’t go in

(more lonelineszs,y, s2elf-doubt
and self-anger).

Since I was tald I didn’*t
have to dress if I didn’t

feel comfortable, I really
didn’* t hawve that much to
fear. I decided to face

down this part of my fear,
and I went in.

At this point I had overcome

two of my fears: 1) making
initial contact and, 2)
gaoing ta a meeting. My
third fear was the self
disclaosure that cames

meeting new people.
FACING THE FINAL FEARS

While I was anticipating the
first TRI - ESS meeting, it
came to me what 1 haoaped the
*talk? of the meeting
wouldn’t he like.

I hoped the climate of the
talk wonld not be heavily
theraputic in tone. I
didn’t want the type of talk
youy expect from therapists
or zZealous =zelf-help groups.

be full of gstrategies and

ploys like some of the
techniques moonies use to
recruit members. And, I
haoped that the group
wouldn?’t be evaluative,
snobby, or difficult to talk
with. I was relieved to

find that I would not be
dicsappointed.

1 found the memhbhers ta be

talkative. They made
inquiries about my
situatian, but it was not
the repetitive, one - way
probez you might get from a
non - TV. Inztead, it seemed

that the questione were a
way to facilitate a two-way,
equal exchange. In ather
worde, any topic a Sister
asked about she was ready
and willing to disclase
about herself. The
inquiries were a way to get
to know each other and let
the newcommer know *you are
not alone’.

The second element of the
communication climate I
found to be a relief wase the
epontaneity aof the talk.
Membere didV\n’t gang - up on
yaou with prepared arguements

ar Pressure. They were
friendly, natural, and
relaxed. It ceemed that we
were always talking aboygt

the male heterosezxual TV and
hise problems rather than the
general topics of all TV’s.

b
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I didn’t find snobbery or
excegsive evaluating either.
The Sizterzs were accepting

and supportive. .They were
easy to approach and gentle
in the way they approached
and began conversation.

Within a few hours the
atmosphere of the group made
mz feel like part of the
organization. I didn’t feel
new or ackward. It was this
climate that made it easy
for me to get my clothes bag
in order to join them.

The moment 1 had feared for
so long, walking out drezsed
in front of otheres, turned
out ta be "no big deal’. In
fact, I wanted to he drezsed
tao feel more a part of this

special graup. There were
no announcemants, no
embaraseaments, no , gpecial
notice. I walked ont,
received a aompliment and

C
congradulations from Sisters
I had been talking to
shortly hefore.

The night sped bH, although

I waes hot, tired,y, and faced
a lang drive haoame, 1 felt
great. I found an

aorganization of men with the
gsame pleazsures and problems.
Az it turned auyt, TRI — ESS
was exactly what I hoped TRI
ESS wannld be. The fears I
had far £0 lang were gone.
And thaty was the greatest
relief of my lifed

THE REWARDS

Since that night, I’ve been -

feeling the rewards of
overcaming my fears. I feel
more gelf - confident,
motivated, relaxed, and
better about myself in every
way. I don’ t fececl guilty,
dizappointed, ar mad at
myself. In the last few

w=zelke I have had a different
and hetter perspective an

things in my life. i can
zee the difference at work
and with my family. Joining
TRI-ESS was the hest thing 1
could have done for mycself. '

All of theze positive
changes are gsomewhat
amazing.
