COMIIOX COUNCIL.
The common council met in the city-ha- ll

at four o'clock, yesterday alter-noo- n,

Chairman Williamson presiding.
The recommendation of the commit-

tee to accept the suggestion of the chief
of the fire department relative to tha
building of the Main .street engine-hous- e,

und to advertise for bids, was
adopted. It was stated tbat the build-
ing would cost only five thousand dol-
lars, instead of seventy-fiv- e hundred dol-
lars, as heretofore announced:
