.. ,At our combined Executive/Finance meeting all 
agreed that we have reached the point in the 
development of our chapter that we should have a 
formal budget for the year beginning July 1, 
1984, Althought this is not required of our 
by-laws, we felt that a financial plan or budget 
is necessary for our continued gro~•th. 

... We appreciate your input on the budget: 
suggestion s , comments, etc, A vote of approval 
will take place in either May or June, The 
budget as proposed is presented belmAJ for your 
review, Important items relating to this plan 
also follow. 

* The chapter dues are recommended to increase 
July 1st from $10 to $15 per year. All felt that 
t he ser vice s pro vided were well t.Amrth the cost, 
No increase in the meeting fee of $10 is 
proposed, 

* It is estimated that as of 6/30/84 we will 
have some 65 currently-paid members, and of that 
number so me 90~~ or 58 will renew their dues in 
1984-85, Also, it is anticipated that with 
continued growth, there will be some 45 
additional members added to the chapter in the 
coming year. This is roughly a 70¼ growth in 
membership, and approximates our growth in 1983 
VS, 1982, 

* It is recommended that $1250 will be spent 
and realzed for "special events", This includes 

$250 for a special activity during the summer or 
a summer meeting or two, $1000 is budgeted for a 
C, D, M, weekend at a resort, to be held if 
enough interest is there either in the Fall or 
Spring of 1985, Anything realized beyond these 
anticipated revenues would return to the 
Treasury, and the Treasury would cover any 
losses, Ho1>1ever, it is expected that before 
these events are held we would be reasonably 
assured that there would sufficient attendance to 
meet the expected costs, 

* If all goes according to plan ~,e should have 
reserve funds approx j 1 mating $1000 by June, 1985, 
n-js would come from the $400 budgeted as 

"Transfer reserve 11 plus an estimated ending cash 
balance for the January-June, 1984 fiscal period 
of $800, These reserve funds would be very 
useful for the chapter should unanticipated 
circumstances develop, 

* Use of the contingency monies would require 
special appro val of the membership, Procedures 
also have to be developed as to who can charge 
the budget for expenses an in what amount. 

* Reflected in this proposal are receipts fro m 
the suggested 50/50, the pink elephant, and 
no-show meeting contributions of $3, Anticipated 
motel price increases and increased meetir ,g 
attendance (average of 21 paid members>, are also 
ir,cluded ir, the amour,ts listed, Quarterl y 
reports of actual experience in expenditures and 
receipts vs, budgeted amounts will be provided in 
the newsletter. Changes to the budget, \AJhen 
necessary, will be ~ade by the membership.

trip from our home in the Catskills to the 
TRI-ESS meeting in \...lestchester, We left home at 
10 AM; on the way v_,e stopped for lunch and did 
some shopping, At about 2 PM 1>.1e arrived at the

Miss Douglass stars in Monday's 
NBC movie "Her Life As a Man•• 
as a young woman who found it so 
hard to land a joQ as a writer that 
she decided to temporarily change 
sexes. The sports magazine that 
turned her down as a woman then 
hire s her as a man . 

.. I couldn't be just the opposite of i ' 

a woman as a man, .. she said. "If I V 
was a dainty woman I couldn't be a 
slob as a guy. I had to learn to itch 
llke a man, cough like a man, walk 
like a man, stand like a man . Even 
the way I held a pencil was impor­
tant. 

"When Dustin Hoffman played 
'Tootsie' all he had to do to be a 
woman was add. But in playing a 
man you have to take away. to 
br ing it down:• 

The two-hour movie also stars 
Marc Singer as her boyfriend, who 
tries to be understanding but real­
ly doesn't want a "man•• for a girJ .. 
friend. Robert Culp is her chauvin­
istic editor. Laraine Newman is a 
colleague relegated to doing 
"women's stories:• and Joan Col­
lins makes a special appearance 
as the glamorous but hard -driving 
owner of a professional football 
team. 

The film was inspired by an arti­
cle Carol Lynn Mithers wrote for 
the Village Voice about her experi­
ences. Joanna Crawford and Diane 
English wrote the screenplay and 
Robert Ellis Miller directed . 

Miss Douglass learned that 
be ing a man imposed its own mea­
sure of behavior modification - on 
her and on other people.

Miss Douglass endured a lot of 
physical discomfort in her role. 
The wig gave her headaches. The 
glue for the beard burned her skin. 
The body suit that changed her 
form and added muscles was bot 
and gave her a rash that lasted for 
weeks. 

In a barroom scene several 
women extras were unaware she 
was really a woman . "'They'd nirt 
and get giddy and touch me," she 
uid. " I felt very strange." (To 
maintain her concentration she 
stayed in character off camera, as 
well, once she got into costume .) 

She was selected for the role by 
NBC casting director Joel Thurm. 
who had seen her in several audi• 
tions and in a pilot for NBC call ed 
'The Ninja:• 

Miss Douglass was born in 
Japan, where her father was an 
army doctor . She was raised in 
San Francisco . and started her ca • 
reer in Chicago with the Second 
City comedy-theater group. In 1974 
&he was on the cover of Playboy's 
Christmas issue and soon after­
ward made her film debut. She 
was In "Breaking Away:• .. Part­
ners... ..Romantic Comedy.. and 
stars with Steve Martin in the cur­
rent release .. The Lonely Guy ... 
She has •Iso been in a number of 
television movies .
