between Chaac, the Mayan deity of Rain, and Yum, the

Mayan deity of corn, this short erotic drama tells a
story about two queer, Mayan-descended Two-Spirits
who meet at a queer San Francisco bar.

This documentary spotlights a transgender lesbian

couple who have devoted fifteen years to making their

Brooklyn home a communal living space for
transgender women in need.

A network of queer hairstylists and their friends in
South Africa provide an alternative vision of
acceptance and celebration in contrast to the
homophobia across much of sub-Saharan Africa.

This insightful documentary shines a light on gender
and identity through its candid look at the way trans
and gender-diverse people express and actualize their
identity through facial hair.

Documentary meets explicit sexuality in this
groundbreaking debut

about FTM sexuality.

Gaysians is an exploration of family, immigration, and
language through the voices of five queer and trans
Asian Americans from New York City. The subjects
share stories about their families, shedding light on
their rich personal histories.

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Happy Birthday, Marsha! is a film about iconic
transgender artist and activist, Marsha "Pay it No
Mind" Johnson, and her life in the hours before she
ignited the 1969 Stonewall Riots in New York City.

How Not to Date While Trans is a break-the-fourth-
wall, dark comedy that follows the dating life of a
black trans woman and the problematic men she
meets along the way. Andie searches for romance and
self-love but ends with heartbreak.

Winner of the Teddy Jury Award at the Berlin
International Film Festival, Instructions for Survival is
an exquisite and timely documentary portrait and a
profoundly honest window into one couple’s struggle
to live openly.

A young Indigenous trans musician and his rock band

bring mumble punk to the Interstellar Rodeo. A rock ‘n’

roll survival story of a different stripe.

Based on a poem of the same title, Junk Box Warrior
explores the alienation, frustration, and fear of not
fitting into society's gender binary.

Sam Zolten's groundbreaking documentary follows
Kade Farlow Collins, a sixteen year old transgender
person residing in Tucson, Arizona in the early 2000s.

Long ago, four extraordinary individuals of dual male
and female spirit brought the healing arts from Tahiti
to Hawaii. Kapaemahu brings this powerful legend
back to life in vivid animation.

In this portrait of trans icon Kate Bornstein, the
charming self-described “transdyke” takes the viewer
on a journey into her life as a tattooed and pierced
septuagenarian writer, actress, performance artist,
cancer survivor, bon vivant.

Kumu Hina is a powerful film about the struggle to
maintain Pacific Islander culture and values within the
westernized society of modern-day Hawai’i.

An early film by lauded director Ira Sachs (Keep the
Lights On), Lady embraces the finest in gender
confusion.

This eloquent CNN documentary explores the
courageous and very public transition of Kristin Beck,
formerly Christopher, a decorated US Navy Seal who
has challenged many peoples’ assumptions of how
elite military commandos should be.

One of the most prominent spirit mediums in Hanoi,
Master Luu Ngoc Duc has transcended Vietnam’s
conformist society to find community and expression
through the popular Mother Goddess Religion, Dao
Mau.

The follow-up to van Dijck’s 1993 documentary Change
of View, Simply Love courageously shows rare images
of women in their sixties falling into the full glory and
heartache of love.

Come along for an illustrated lesson on the do's and
don’ts of being a straight boy, in this timeless story of
friendship and change.

The Salt Mines explores the intimate personal lives of
Sara, Gigi, and Giovanna, three Latinx transwomen
who for years have lived on the streets of Manhattan
supporting their drug addictions through sex work.

The 1995 follow-up to the groundbreaking
documentary The Salt Mines, The Transformation
follows one person’s journey to reconcile their identity,
religion, class, and sexual orientation following
harrowing news. Sara, a female-identified sex worker
living on the streets in Manhattan discovers that she is
HIV+ and decides that she is not going to die on the
streets. Sara accepts help from a group of Born Again
Christians who, in exchange, demand her complete
transformation: from female to her born gender of
male and from queer to straight.

Drag Queen Cosmonauts, fast-acting viruses from the
edge of the solar system, society all but collapsed.

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Members of the transgender community face many
barriers when attempting to access health care.

The normative gender binary is broken down in
Transparent, a documentary about 19 female-to-male
transgender individuals living in the United States who
have given birth and, in all but a few stories, gone on
to raise their biological children.

The majority of the victims of hate violence homicides
in the United States are transgender women.
Transgender people of color are six times more likely
to experience physical violence from the police. Shelly
“Treasure” Hillard, a young African American
transwoman, died violently in 2011. She is one of
many, and this is her story.

Exploring the space where gender meets art, this
powerful Australian documentary series dives into the
personal and professional lives of six gender-diverse
artists who create vital works across varied media.

Unhung Heroes is a short narrative video about five
FTM (female to male)

transgender guys who, after discovering an internet
article announcing the availability of penis transplants,
plot ways to raise over a million dollars for surgery.
With gender and identity in flux, Corey and Mia
struggle to redefine

their relationship.
