When a
reparter arrives at the scene of a local

The local money market is gradually
becouiiug euaier as the dull season ap-

proaches, and nothing worthy of espe-

cial mention has otcurri-- d during the
week just closed. Tbe banks, as a rule,
extend more satisfactory accommoda-
tions to their customers when the call
are accompanied with offerings of ac-

ceptable paper. The mercantile com-

munity are not borrowers to any great
extent, and outside parties who are rated
firstdata find a decided improvement in
the readiness with which loans are nego-

tiated at the bank, and are not, as was
the case, a couple of weeks since, com-

pelled to seek the street for accommoda-
tions. First-claa- s paper finds ready dis
count at lOf'V, 12 V cent, and outside
borrowers pay a little more. The Jack
son Insurance Company, that was closed
on the 2d inst. by an attachment, was
again opened this morning for business,
and instead of a " rua," as might have
been expected, only those depositors
who actually needed funds withdrew
their deposits. Exchange remains about
the same in supply and demand, but a
slight improvement is noticed to day in
the buying rates for New Orleans bills,

ers' checks setting as formerly, at par,
Eastern bills are par buying and jc pre
mium selling for bankers' drafts. Gold
is steadier y at US in New York,
and is worth to dealers here 11G JT 117.
